In the ensuing confusion and 
political upheaval, the JAARS leaders decided to bring the 

team back a few days early, 
which left us struggling to 
decide what to do as a family. Unlike the other major 
carriers, our airline was unwilling to flex by more than a 
few days on our tickets, so we finally decided to buy 
another ticket for Joylily (not so cheap this time) so she 
could fly back down with us. The stress of all these 
decisions combined with our concerns for Honduras as a 
country and for the well-being of Lily’s family made 
this a hard summer for us, but it was very good to see 
family and friends there again.
