Discovery Trip and Mission Conference 
The Discovery Trip to East African from 4 – 14 
Mar was an eye opening one to all the team 
members from Hong Kong, Macau and Canada. 
We attended the Annual Open Day of Bible 
Translation & Literacy (BTL), and the Official 
Opening of the BTL New Building on 6 March. 
The Most Rev Eliud Wabukala, Archbishop of 
Anglican Church of Kenya, was the speaker. We 
also have the Dedication of the ‘Prayer 
Handbook for New Believers’ in nine Kenyan 
languages sponsored by Jireh Fund at BTL 
Conference Centre on 12 March.

We also conducted the first 
Perspective Course in Mandarin in Africa.
