Mobilisation Trip to South East Asia

What a great birthday
gift to us!

Below are extracted from Hannah’s email while
living in different orphanages:

‘...sometimes when i walk around during the day, i
see no teachers in the classroom and i will stop by
and be a teacher for that subject, so far, i have
taught geometry, christian studies and bible stories,
some science, english class...”

‘...last week at the orphanage we made chapatis
[Indian pancake]! we made it from 3 all the way
until 11 at night, way past the kids bedtimes. it was
super fun though, we rolled and rolled and fried and
fried until our backs were sore... It’s rare for them to
eat chapatis, its expensive adding the flour and oil
and sugar and salt and charcoal altogether. we also

had CHICKEN, and it had been 3 years since they
had cooked chicken in that place!...’

Appreciation from Gethsemane Children’s Home
‘... must confess to you Daniel that they were
among the best people i have ever worked with. |
liked them, the kids liked them so much, we were
blessed to have them with us for three days. May
God bless you so much for organizing the trip to
Gethsemane. We were also blessed to have
